Participating in the 12-24 Hour Challenge
Cyclists Must:

· Complete official registration form by deadline and sign proper waiver form at Pre-Ride Check-In activity. This will be Friday evening beginning at 10:00PM.
· 12-24 Hour Challenge Participants and their Support Teams are strongly encouraged to “Like” Dream Ride Projects on Facebook and during the Challenge “Post” updates of your “Status” on Facebook to help the organizers monitor your locations and status throughout the event.

· Carry the following equipment on your bike or person; HELMET, SPARE TUBES & AIR DEVICE (cartridges, frame pump), REAR BLINKING LIGHT, FRONT HEADLAMP (if you anticipate riding in darkness). Some recognizable Medical Information System in case of emergencies. 
· The 12-24 Hour Challenge will begin at 12:01 Saturday August 13th at the front of the Donegal Middle School location, therefore front headlamps are required for the start of the Challenge, and the evening portion of the Challenge, after 8:00PM.  Participants are responsible for securing their equipment and food supplies during the entire duration of the Challenge event as well. The organizers and their volunteers are NOT responsible for any equipment left at the start/finish site.
· The designated routes for the 12-24-Hour Challenge are as follows; for ALL Evening riding participants will use the 10-mile Heritage C Bicycle Route. For Daytime riding participants will use any combination of the 10-mile and 20-mile Heritage C Routes. A designated 3.9-mile route will be used by participants between the hours of 11:00 PM and 11:59 PM Saturday August 13th to complete the Challenge. 
· Donegal Middle School will be designated as the Start/Finish for the Challenge. The location will also be designated as an official Water Stop.
· Participants can be recognized as a “Team”. A “team” is defined as an individual (solo) cyclist or a group of cyclists whose intention it is to ride in the 12-24-Hour Challenge together or in a Relay Format. “Personal support vehicles” may be used during the event to assist the participants in mechanical situations and as a mobile “feeding” station.  There will be a Neutral Support Vehicle stationed at the start/finish area to assist in the extraction of any participant from the designated routes if a participant chooses to abandon the Challenge or for an extreme emergency situation.
· PACELINES will result in automatic disqualification of all cyclists involved. Drafting will be allowed between no more than TWO riders at any given time. Group Riding is not discouraged as long as it does not impede the flow of regular vehicle traffic. Group Riding is seen by the Organizers as a “social activity”, but if it is used to disguise a “pace line” you will be asked to abandon the Event.
