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FIRST ANNUAL Dream Ride Bike - A - Thon Food Drive for MOM’S HOUSE
It started out as a training ride for the 12 – Hour Dream Ride 9-11 Memorial Ride being organized by Dream Ride Projects Founder Mike Ridgeway, but after reading about a new project called the National Day of Service and Remembrance as proclaimed by Congress in a bill and signed into law in April, Ridgeway decided to take further action and follow the lead of MyGoodDeed President David Paine and create the First Annual Dream Ride Labor Day Weekend Bike – A – Thon Food Drive for Mom’s House of Lancaster. Ridgeway plans to ask his direct neighbors to support his new effort by placing donated non-perishable food items on his porch from Saturday September 5 until Thursday September 10 while he’s accumulating the riding miles. The goal of the project for this year is to accumulate 400 lbs. of donated food to match his riding effort of 400 miles from Friday September 4 to Thursday September 10.
Ridgeway plans to ride the Perimeter of Lancaster County during this weekend over three consecutive days, each day starting from his home in Lancaster City and accessing the infamous Nightmare Tour Bicycle Route at three different points until on Sunday he will have circumnavigated the entire Lancaster County. The Nightmare Route distance is a total of 177 miles but because he will be riding back and forth from his home, the total distanced is estimated to be 277 miles. 

Then beginning on Tuesday September 8 Ridgeway plans to ride a 36 – mile route that is presently known as “The Loop Route” each day next week leading up to Friday September 11th when he will then ride the same loop consecutively over a 12 hour period beginning directly following a Memorial 9-11 Ceremony planned at the Lancaster County Emergency Training Center in Salunga. 

Mom’s House Executive Director Deidre Foley Citro was excited when Ridgeway called her about the idea and will be cheering him on all week.
